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Writing


We will continue our Writer’s Workshop unit of study titled “Small Moments.” Students will learn how to write narratives in which they recount two or more appropriately sequenced events, include some details regarding what happened, use correct sequencing words to signal event order, and provide some sense of closure.  








Math


We will begin our third unit called Solving Story Problems: Addition, Subtraction, and the Number System. Students will compose and decompose numbers into several parts. They will revisit addition activities that develop the strategy of counting on. Students will also be introduced to the operation of subtraction as they play subtraction games and solve story problems. Students will also deepen their understanding of the operations of addition and subtraction as they play games and develop strategies for solving addition and subtraction story problems. Lastly students will count and compare larger quantities. They also practice the oral counting sequence as they work on various activities.

Science and Social Studies    


In science we will begin our next unit: Earth in the Universe.  We will begin by recognizing differences in the features of the day and night sky.  We will learn four (out of eight) phases of the moon: full moon, new moon, half moon, and first quarter moon.  Please take the time to look at the moon with your child and help him/her notice how it changes.





In social studies students will continue Unit 2:  Identifying Neighborhood Needs.  In this unit, we will identify jobs in our neighborhood that supply goods and services.
